Competition Rules
These competitions were launched on Tuesday 12th May and the deadline for entries is Monday 1st June 2020.
The theme for each competition is LOCKDOWN, but you can interpret this in whatever way you wish.

The competitions are open to any pupils in Penyrheol Comprehensive School in Years 7-11.
You can enter as many of the competitions as you like, but can only submit one entry per competition. For example, you can only submit one photograph for the Photography competition and not a portfolio of photographs; you can only submit one poem for the Poetry competition and not a collection of poems etc.
Written work and photographs can be emailed directly. Other entries could be photographed and the photo emailed. If you are unable to send an email with your entry attached, please just email to let me know that you have entered the competition. Alternatively, if you are unable to send an email, phone the school on 01792 533066 and leave a message to say that you have entered the competition. Entries won’t be judged until all entries have been received, even if this is well after 1st June 2020, since we do not know when we will all be returning to school at the moment.
There will be some great prizes for the best three entries in each competition, but I haven’t decided what the prizes will be yet!
My decision on the winning entries will be final!
Competitions
1. Poetry
Write a poem on the theme of LOCKDOWN. It could be as short or as long as you like. It might rhyme or it might not rhyme. It’s up to you.
2. Short Story
Write a short story on the theme of LOCKDOWN. The maximum word limit is 500 words.
3. Art
Create a piece of art on the theme of LOCKDOWN. It could be a drawing, a painting, a sculpture, a collage, a print, a multi-media piece. Anything is possible!
4. Photography
What is the best photograph you have taken during LOCKDOWN, which captures what that word means to you? Remember, only one photograph is allowed.
5. Board Game
Can you design and produce a board game with the name LOCKDOWN? You will need to plan and make the board and pieces and write an explanation/rules of how the game is played.
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
